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Biography:  Pamela Jennings, a native New Yorker who grew up in Harlem, recently semi retired from the private practice of Clinical Psychology in the greater Washington, DC area, where she lived from 1984 until 2009. In 1984, she graduated from the George Washington University’s PHD program in Clinical Psychology. Ten years later, Pam graduated from the Baltimore-Washington Institute for Psychoanalysis, establishing that particular approach to understanding the mind as her specialty. Her psychoanalytic training involved a personal analysis which led to the re-emergence of memories of her childhood life as an artist---a fashion artist—and how happy and fulfilling this life was. So, Pam decided to undertake the study of drawing and painting which she began in 1994 at the Art League in Alexandria Virginia. She studied painting and drawing with Richard Weaver and Robert Liberace, extensively for over four years. As a licensed clinician in DC and Maryland, Pam provided Adult Psychoanalysis, Child and Adult Psychotherapy and Child and Adult Psychological Assessment. In addition, she had an established forensic psychology practice where she provided comprehensive forensic evaluations for attorneys representing children, adolescents, and adults. Her assessment work included the use of the Rorschach inkblot test and during her thirty years of work with this interdisciplinary art/psychology tool she developed an aesthetic for ambiguous imagery. It is this aesthetic that informs her work and this aesthetic that her own personal work celebrates.
